The Statistical measure :

Results of study :

The study assured the following results :

1 - There are significant statistical differences between the averages of
the degrees of ordinary pupils and the children of separated parents , on a
scale of self-concept and its components in favour to ordinary pupils.

2 - There are significant statistical differences between the averages of
the degrees of ordinary pupils and the children of separated parents , on a
scale of parental deprivation anxiety and its components in favour to
children of separated parents by divorce .

3 - There are significant statistical differences between the averages of
the degrees of ordinary pupils and the children of separated parents , on
degrees of educational attainment in favour to ordmnary pupils .

Second: The clinical Hypothesis :
The clinical study to impose that:

" Parental divorce affects on the disturbance of self-image ,anxiety
feeling ,mental tension , psychological conflict ,instability and the effect
of a bad impact on the educational attainment among the pupils of
divorced parents ".
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Aim of the study:

The current study aims to detect the impact of the separation of
parents divorce to some personal variables (such as Anxiety , the self
concept , academic achievement . also aims to identify the impact of
parental divorce on the disturbance of self-image and the parental image
to know the psychologigal conflict that the children are suffering from
this separation.

Hypothesis:
First: Psychometric Hypothesis:

1 - There are significant statistical differences between the averages of
the degrees of ordinary pupils and the children of separated parents , on a
scale of self-concept and its components in favour to ordinary pupils.

2 - There are significant statistical differences between the averages of
the degrees of ordinary pupils and the children of separated parents , on a
scale of parental deprivation anxiety and its components in favour to
children of separated parents by divorce .

3 - There are significant statistical differences between the averages of
the degrees of ordinary pupils and the children of separated parents , on
degrees of educational attainment in favour to ordinary pupils .

Second: The clinical Hypothesis :
The clinical study to impose that:
" Parental divorce affects on the disturbance of self-image and the
parental image that leads to psychological conflicts ".
study sample:

The study determined by a sample (120) girl at the last three grades of
primary school , aged between 9-12 years old , the sample were classified
into two groups , the first group consists of a children living in private
family atmosphere in the natural parents (60) girls , and the second group
of the children of separated families in which parents divorce (60) girls ,
this in the number of primary schools in the region of AL Medina — Al
Monawara .
