Research of Problem: The Problem Facing The Family Is The Many Challenges That
Prevent The Achievement Of This Role And The Most Prominent Of These Challenges Is
How To Prevent Sons From Thinking Deviation, And The Family Can Enhance The
Intellectual Security Of Their Sons Through The Determinants Of Their Protective
Role,Which Is The Social,Cultural And Economic Determinants, And Its Impact On The
Achievement Of Intellectual Security.

Study Objectives: The Study Aims To Identify The Social, Cultural, And Economic
Determinants Of The Family In The Field Of Intellectual Security.

Study Population (SAMPLE): The Study Population Is Determined In A Sample Of
Secondary School Students (420) And A Sample Of Secondary Student's Families (198).
Research Methodology And Tools: The Study Was Based On Descriptive Analytical
Methodology Using Questionnaire For Secondary School Students, As Well As
Questionnaire For Families Of Secondary School Students.

Main Results:The study reached a number of general results,which are:

a. The most important social determinants of the family are:raising Sons to good
morals,respecting and accepting others,strengthening nationafi/alues,strengthening national
values,good example of Sons,providing the right psychological atmosphere for the Sons.

b. The most important determinants of cultural protection of the family are: education of
the building OF religion properly, raising awareness of Sons about the dangers of
intellectual deviation, directing Sons to maintain worship and worship,explaining the
dangers of misuse of social networking sites, using discussion and positive dialogue with
Sons, Positive thoughts.

¢. The most important economic determinants of the family are: raising Sons awareness of
the importance of god gain, directing Sons to helping the poor in society, providing the
material needs of the Sons, enlightening the Sons with the real value of money as a means
rather than an end.

d. The most important difficulties that prevent the achievement of the family and the
prevention of their Sons from the deviation is: the absence of the language of dialogue and
quiet discussion with Sons, excessive militancy or excessive neglect in monitoring the
actions of Sons inside and outside the home, weakness of religion of the family.

e. The most important proposals that help to activate the role of the family in achieving the
intellectual security of our Sons are: the commitment of the family to perform the acts of
worship and obedience, to give a good example in the actions of parents, to raise Sons
awareness of the danger of exaggeration and intellectual extremism.

Main Recommendations:

1. The study reached several recommendations, the most important of which are: Giving
the family a high degree of awareness, awareness and full conviction in preventing their
sons from deviating through the guidance programs and media guidance

2. the family's interest in fair treatment based on equality and centrality, non-
discrimination between sons.

3. the family's interest in providing intellectual conviction to its citizens True faith and
virtuous morals through the implantation of true religious teachings derived from
the"Quran and the Sunnah" and instilling moral values based on tolerance, co-existence
and acceptance of the other where gilded or racialized sons were given freedom of thought,
debate and dialogue, In this regard.

4. the family abandoned its guiding and guiding role so that the freedom granted to them
would not be transformed into irresponsible freedom, which would lead the sons to
intellectual deviation.
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
